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Never-ending globalization of the economical system made the whole world enter an instable and chaotic phase:  
· Financial - as the subprime crisis proved it last autumn, its consequences still having repercussions on the North countries, and affecting, as an indirect result, the rest of the world. 
· Climatic and ecological – the potential global warming should worsen known problems of dryness and ground erosion, depletion of cultivated ecosystems, and massive extinction of natural species along with pollution of soils and waters.   
· Geopolitical as well, since the race for energy sources and water control in a growing shortage context will come with global conflicts, without new international policies; 
· Of ill-development, since the reach to the goal of the Millennium seems to drop for now on; 
· Politic and morals lastly, since the fail of Copenhagen shows a limited governance, where the elite and civil society are drawn into a confrontational relationship. 
Those multiple crisis call directly for territories. Globalization has turned the world into an interdependent-territories global village. The ecological and climatic crisis knows no boundaries, while the 80’s liberalization policies have overwhelmed economic and financial policies, leaving the social field in escheat. 
The slow democratization movement of the world goes together with a decentralization movement, giving to the local communities still more important competencies. Controlling water, garbage, grounds, affability, environment, urban and environmental planning, local transports… communities globally have strong competencies about generating development and dealing with its environmental consequences.  
Since the Earth Summit in Rio, cities and territories move further, inventing new ways of management, more participative, more inventive, setting out public services, henceforth aiming at 0-carbon territories or passive solar territories. Decentralized cooperations get richer, from the traditional after-war twinning wich aimed at reconciliation, to North-South cooperation, first designed in a charity goal, then gradually turned into real partnerships, and may become tomorrow a commun research for sustainable global development ?
But those policies clash with the economical order, involving an adaptation to the pure profitability standards of the global market, and repair in the best possible way its ecological and social damages. Then, neither governments nor States have the means of their sovereignty. Cooperation between governments could be the medium of a renewed democracy, through cooperation and solidarity between the peoples.  
Territories
The territorial dimension, from space planning to economical exchanges, from actors to its identity division (rural/urban), from mobility to housing, has now an important resonance in our way of life. If men make history, they shape geography : we have to think about this « difficult freedom » which leaves our footprints into our territories and try, together, to arise a society as convivial as needed – or possible. 
Sovereignties
As recent as they are in genealogy, nation-states are something of an universal, permanent figure.  Competing with individual selfishness ? Whatever its origins, the nation’s egoism, from now on, relates to sovereignties jealous of their private preserve – cultural, social, economical, political, even about identity. How do those identities move, in a globalization context, where everything shrinks to a socio-cultural scale ? And what of the North/South diagonal, in terms of free exchange and limitless powers? 
Territorial governments
If ecology is mandatory, social decentralization and new forms of development are needed to adjust economy to territories and development to human needs. Facing the world disorder, no ones thinks about weakening states, who have to ensure public liberties, to picture the future and fulfil their kingly prerogatives – but the territorial governments (regions, cities, municipalities) have established themselves as a key space to the « living together », of social standard and a certain creative enterprising modernity.  
Geostrategic stakes of decentralized cooperation
Max Weber was right :« City air makes man free »; we have to transpose this freedom at a world scale. 
It is the first decentralized cooperation’s stake : coinciding with the essential states and international institutions’ collaboration, its goal is humanization of the world, blowing a freedom wind. 
Capitalism has a consumerist track record for goods and services production, is defective on social cohesion and generates pollution and disparities. It is the second stake of decentralize cooperation to export more social justice in less egalitarian progress of globalization.  
As meteorology comes with the seasons, the world changes its archaeological face by arising or immersing civilizations, powers and territorial organizations. The 21st century is however not the year one thousand, it is the third stake of decentralized cooperation to help building a toolbox more adapted to present-day societies, industrialized or in search of development, emergent or in distress.
