—Are there significant contemporary movements of people through the city such as migrants, refugees, and tourists?
—Where in the city do new inhabitants tend to settle?

—Are there any major current and planned developments for the city?
—What is the nature of the dominant transport systems in the city, particularly as they extend out to its edges?
· Past and present

—What major changes have occurred across the history of the city, including the place of the city in global changes, (e.g., colonial to postcolonial history)? 
—What major global events and processes (e.g., Hurricane Katrina, Melbourne gold rush, etc.) have most significantly informed the nature of the city?
6.2 Governance
· Current system of governance—municipal, metropolitan and national

—How do these various systems of governance relate to each other? 

· Organizational structures and responsibilities within the metropolis
· Citizen participation in the politics of the city (e.g., voting rights, involvement in city planning)

· Social inclusion

—Does your city have social policies or programs specifically designed to address the needs of particular neighbourhoods or districts? If so, please describe the programs and the relevant neighbourhoods or districts.
