of the round-table discussion “City without Barriers”

in the framework of the meetings of the Board of Directors and working commissions of Metropolis (World Association of the Major Metropolises)
The participants of the round-table discussion on the subject “City without Barriers” held on May 22, 2009 in Moscow within the framework of the Board of Directors and working commissions of the World Association of Major Metropolises “Metropolis”, have pointed out the meaning of development and implementation of the strategies and integrated programs aimed at improving life quality of disabled persons, importance of creation of a tolerant relation to the problems of people with limited possibilities in the society, providing accessibility of the city infrastructure objects for all categories of disabled persons, while paying special attention to formation of barrier less city environment and developing international cooperation for exchange of experience and search of optimal solutions toward this end.
The participants of the meeting consider it important that cities, based on the underlying provisions of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities which was approved by the United Nations General Assembly in September 2008, and with a view of creating all necessary conditions for its full implementation, should carry out systematic, purposeful work on integration of disabled persons into the city environment, thus forming a necessary legislative regulation base, conduct a constant dialogue with non-governmental organizations and associations of disabled persons, actively study and use advanced experience and best practice of their foreign partners and organizations which use innovative technologies for rehabilitation of persons with limited possibilities.
The participants of the round-table discussion with a great interest and satisfaction received the information about an implementation of the Year of Equal Opportunities declared in Moscow, the capital of the Russian Federation, in 2009, which is directed at improving the quality of life of disabled persons in the city and their total integration into the society. They support the continuation of work on this issue in the frame of the activities of the cities and their international associations, with a view of its further discussion at the meetings of the Board of |Directors and possible formation of a working commission for the problems of creating equal opportunities in the cities for persons with limitations of vital activity.
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
